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As a measure to contain the rise in prices of essential commodities such as toor
dhall, urad dhall, palm ocil, rava and maida, the Government introduced a scheme of
selling these commodities in the fair price shops under public distribution system at a
reduced price with effect from 14.4.2007. After introduction of the scheme, the open
market prices of dhall and palm oil have come down. At present the difference between
the price of dhall in the open market and the price of dhall sold in the fair price shops is
low. The Government have reduced the prices of toor dhall and urad dhall now sold in
the fair price shops from Rs.34/- and Rs.40/- per kg to Rs.32/- and Rs_36/- respectively
from 21.6.2007 in order to benefit the poorer sections of the public.
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
